of providing electric services that may include, but are not limited to, providing electric infrastructure, metering, billing, and customer services.

Consumption Charge: a rate applied to the electric energy, as measured in kilowatt-hours (kWh), during the billing cycle.

Power Cost Recovery Charge: a charge that recovers costs related to ERCOT settlement fees, fuel costs, net purchased power costs 

adjusted for retail losses, and any adjustments for the over or under recovery for such costs from preceding periods.

Transmission Cost Recovery Charge: a charge that recovers BTU’s Transmission Cost of Service, which includes all expenses incurred for 

use of the regional high-voltage transmission system as billed by ERCOT. All utilities in ERCOT pay TCOS.

Customer Charge:  a fixed charge assessed during each billing cycle without regard to the customer’s water consumption. Reflects the 

costs of the providing water services that may include, but are not limited to, providing water infrastructure, metering, billing, and customer services.

Volume Charge: The cost of water delivery and consumption (gallons). 

Solid Waste Charge: The cost of garbage collection and disposal. 

Drainage/Transportation Charge: The Transportation Fee is used to maintain and rebuild existing streets and traffic infrastructure. The Drainage Fee is used 

to maintain and rebuild existing drainage infrastructure.

Wastewater Charge: The cost of sewage collection and treatment.

Security Light Charge:  The flat fee for security light(s) on the property.

Tax: Charged by local and state taxing entities.
